Sir / Madam,

You may be aware that, most recently, the Government of India has announced the New
Education Policy - 2020 which has brought drastic reforms almost in all the areas of School Education
sector. The National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 aims to transform the pedagogical structure of the
Indian Education system into a foundational structure, from the student's pre-primary to the
secondary stage. A new 5+3+3+4 academic structure has been introduced, which breakdowns into
five years of foundational stage, three years of the preparatory and three years of the middle stage,
and four years of secondary stage. The curriculum will be reduced to its core essentials and focused
on encouraging - respect for diversity and local context, equity and inclusion, community
participation and use of technology instead of merely cramming theory. There will be a reform in the
examination structure also, including board exams, as two parts exams - Objective type and
Descriptive type. This policy also promotes experiential learning.

In addition, the NEP-2020 also focused on Socio-Economically Disadvantage Groups and
Children with Special Needs / Gifted Students / Students with Special Talents, improving the Teacher
Education and empowering teachers. The provisions under RTE Act - 2009 have also been
strengthened.
